I hope that this book inspires you to not only learn how to draw these adorable kitties, but also to create your own characters, whether they are cats or something entirely different.



What Is Kawaii?

You might have heard the word. You have probably seen the hashtag. You definitely know the style. But what, exactly, does kawaii mean?

Kawaii is a Japanese concept or idea, dating back to the 1970s, that translates closely to “cuteness” in English. In Japan, the usage of the word is quite broad and can be used to describe anything cute, from clothing and accessories to handwriting and art. So, if you are a fan of emoji art or the style of beloved characters like Hello Kitty, Pokémon, or Pusheen the Cat, then you already know and love the kawaii style of art!

While there are many interpretations as to what constitutes the “kawaii” art aesthetic, most people can agree that kawaii art is usually composed of very simple black outlines, pastel colors, and characters or objects with a rounded, youthful appearance. Facial expressions in kawaii art are minimal and characters are frequently drawn with oversized heads and smaller bodies.






How to Use This Book

After some helpful information here in the beginning of the book about tools and drawing techniques, there are seventy-five step-by-step tutorials divided into seven sections: Playtime, Daily Activities, Being Curious, Playing Dress-Up, Sharing the Love, Discovering Breeds, and Bon Appétit. At the end of the book are Kitty Coloring Pages with lots of kawaii kitties for you to color and decorate.






Tools

Feel free to draw your kawaii kitties with whatever you have available to you, but here are some suggestions.



TRADITIONAL TOOLS

If you’re drawing your cats with traditional tools, use a pencil, such as a 2B/HB (#2 pencil) for the initial sketch, and then use a black ink pen to finish your drawing—once your sketch is final. You may want to invest in a high-quality eraser to easily get rid of any unwanted lines and marks. A ruler may also be helpful for when you’re working with straight lines.

For coloring your kitties, I recommend using color pencils, crayons, or watercolors. Have fun experimenting with what works best for you.






DIGITAL TOOLS

There are a number of software programs and apps for drawing digitally, whether you prefer drawing on a desktop, laptop, or iPad. Like I mentioned earlier, I prefer using Procreate on an iPad, but see what works best for your artwork, equipment, and budget.

Regarding the brushes included with these programs, I like the Monoline brush in Procreate, but again, have fun experimenting.

I like to use a lot of curved lines in my drawings, which help contribute to that kawaii, or cuteness, factor. Here are the basic shapes you will see throughout the tutorials in this book.

1.Draw the top of the head and the ears slightly tilted to the left.
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2.Draw the back of the body. Add the tail.
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3.Draw the right side of the head.
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4.Draw a circle for the outline of the beach ball that overlaps the front of the body.
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5.Place a front leg on top of the beach ball.
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6.Draw a curved line around the beach ball for the kitty’s body, extending it into the front and back legs.
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7.Draw a semicircle for the shape of the beach ball.
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8.Finish by giving your kitty a fun facial expression.







THE POUNCER
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1.Draw the top of the head and the ears slightly tilted to the right.
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2.Draw the sides of the head.
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3.Draw an arc around the head for the body.
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4.Add the tail.
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5.Draw the front leg, extending from the left side of the body.
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6.Draw the front and back legs on the right side.
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7.Finish by giving your kitty a fun facial expression.







THE MOUSER
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1.Draw the top of the head and the ears slightly tilted backward.
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2.Draw the right side of the head.
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3.Draw the back of the body.
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4.Draw the leg, extending it from the back of the body. Add the tail.
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5.Give your kitty a fun facial expression.
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6.Start drawing the mouse in the kitty’s mouth, with a curved line for its back.
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7.Add the ears.
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8.Draw the mouse’s head.
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9.Draw the underside of the body and the feet.
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10.Add the mouse’s tail.
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11.Draw your kitty’s front legs to show a walking motion, with the leg on the left side raised and the right one extended.
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12.Finish by drawing your kitty’s underside.







THE CHASER
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1.Draw a curved line tilted to the left for the top and left side of the head.
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2.Add the ears.
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3.Draw the front of the body with the front leg raised.
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4.Draw the right side of the head, with the other front leg raised.
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5.Draw the back of the body. Add the tail.
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6.Add an extended back leg on the right side.

7.Draw an extended back leg on the left side.

8.Place the nose on the upper part of the face and some whiskers on the right side. Draw a tiny oval above your kitty for the butterfly’s body.
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9.Add the forewings to the butterfly.
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10.Finish by drawing the butterfly’s hindwings.







THE KICKER
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1.Draw the top of the head and the ears slightly tilted to the left.
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2.Draw the right side of the head.
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3.Draw the back of the body with the tail.
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4.Draw the front of the body with the back leg raised.

5.Draw a circle for the outline of the ball of yarn that overlaps the front of the body.
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6.Add the other three legs “wrapped” around the yarn ball.
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7.Draw the shape of the ball of yarn.
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8.Finish by giving your kitty a fun facial expression.







THE CHEWER
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1.Draw the top of the head and the ears tilted to the right.
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2.Draw the left side of the head.
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3.Draw the front of the body with the leg positioned below the head.
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4.Draw the back of the body with the tail.

5.Complete the body, extending the line into the back leg that is kicking out.
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6.Draw the outer-front and -back legs on the right side.
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7.Give your kitty a fun facial expression.
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8.Draw a fish shape in the center of the kitty’s body that is being “held” by the legs.
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9.Finish by adding some fun details to the fish toy.







THE SWATTER
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1.Draw a circle for the outline of the head, with a horizontal line across the center to help with placing the face.
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2.Draw the ears farther down on the head and tilted forward, because the kitty is looking down.
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3.Draw the front and back of the head.
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4.Give your kitty a fun facial expression, placing the eyes and whiskers on the horizontal guideline.
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5.Draw a larger circle, overlapping the head, for the outline of the body.
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6.Draw the back of the body. Add the tail.
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7.Draw the front of the body with the front leg raised.
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8.Add the outer-front and inner-back legs.
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9.Draw the underside of the body and the outer-back leg.
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10.Draw a tiny oval diagonally below the raised front leg for the butterfly’s body.
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11.Add the forewings of the butterfly.
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12.Finish by drawing the butterfly’s hindwings.







THE COMMUNICATOR
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1.Draw the top of the head and the ears slightly tilted to the left.
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2.Draw the rest of the head.
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3.Draw the back of the body.
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4.Draw the inner-front leg raised.
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5.Draw the outer-front and -back legs.

6.Draw the underside of the body.
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7.Add the tail.
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8.Give your kitty a fun facial expression.
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9.Start drawing the bird with a curved line for the top of the head and back.
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10.Give it a pointy tail.
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11.Draw a rotund breast.
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12.Add a wing.
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13.Finish by drawing a dot for the bird’s eye, along with a pointy, little beak.







The OBSERVER
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1.Draw the top of the head and the ears tilted to the left and facing downward.
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2.Draw the left side of the head.
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3.Draw the left side of the body.
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4.Draw the right side of the body.
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5.Add the tail and whiskers.
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6.Draw a small oval to the left of the kitty for the ladybug.
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7.Finish by adding dot and stripe details to the ladybug.







THE RUNNER
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1.Draw the top of the head and the ears.
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2.Draw the left side of the head.
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3.Draw the back of the body with the tail.
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4.Draw the back leg and underside of the body, extending from the tail.
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5.Draw the front legs stretched out in front of the body.
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6.Give your kitty a fun facial expression.
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7.Finish by adding some diamond sparkles around your kitty’s head.

THE LOUNGER
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1.Draw the top of the head and the ears slightly tilted to the left.
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2.Draw both sides of the head.
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3.Draw the back of the body.
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4.Add the front and back legs, along with the tail.
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5.Draw the pillow with four curved lines, connecting them with pointy yet rounded corners.
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6.Finish by giving your kitty a fun facial expression.







THE WANDERER
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1.Draw the top of the head and the ears slightly tilted to the left.
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2.Draw the right side of the head.
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3.Draw the back of the body.
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4.Add the tail and an X for, well, you know.
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5.Draw the haunch and back leg on the left side.
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6.Draw the underside of the body and the other back leg.
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7.Continue drawing the underside of the body, extending it into the front leg.
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8.Finish by adding some flower details above your kitty’s head.







THE GOOD EATER
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1.Draw the top of the head and the ears.
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2.Draw the left side of the head, extending the line into the leg.
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3.Draw the back of the body. Add the tail.
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4.Draw the front and back legs.
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5.Draw the underside of the body.
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6.Give your kitty a fun facial expression.
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7.Draw a mound of yummy food.
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8.Draw a semicircle around the food for the top of the bowl.
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9.Finish by drawing the base and sides of the bowl, making the base wider than the top.







THE DAYDREAMER
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1.Draw the top of the head and the ears, with the ear on the left side being a little droopy.
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2.Draw the sides of the head.
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3.Draw the sides of the body.
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4.Draw the front legs slightly askew.
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5.Give your kitty a fun facial expression.
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6.Add some drool dripping from the mouth.
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7.Finish by adding a couple of starbursts around your kitty.







THE ROLLER-AROUNDER
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1.Draw the top of the head and the ears tilted to the right.
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2.Draw the left side of the head.
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3.Draw the front legs so they’re raised and splayed apart.
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4.Draw the front of the body.
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5.Draw the back of the body, giving it a little more curve.
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6.Add the back legs, also splayed apart, along with the tail.
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7.Draw the underside of the body between the back legs.

8.Finish by giving your kitty a fun facial expression.







THE BOX TESTER
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1.Starting with the box, draw two angled, parallel lines.
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2.Connect the top and bottom lines at the three edges with slightly curved lines.
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3.Draw the top of the head and the ears of your kitty slightly tilted to the right.
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4.Draw the left side of the head.
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5.Draw the back of the body.
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6.Add the tail.
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7.Give your kitty a fun facial expression.







THE STRUTTER
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1.Draw the top of the head and the ears tilted to the right.
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2.Draw the left side of the head.
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3.Draw the back of the body.
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4.Add the tail.
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5.Draw the outer-back leg.
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6.Draw the underside of the body.
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7.Draw the inner-front and -back legs.
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8.Draw the outer-front leg lifted up as if walking.
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9.Draw the right side of the head.
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10.Finish by giving your kitty a fun facial expression.







THE CRYBABY
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1.Draw the top of the head and the ears slightly tilted to the right.
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2.Draw the left side of the head.
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3.Draw the left side of the body.
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4.Draw the right side of the body. Add the tail.
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5.Draw the front legs, facing each other, in the center of the body.

6.Give your kitty a sad face.
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7.Add lots of tears.
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8.Finish by adding a puddle of tears all around your kitty.







THE SNOOZER
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1.Draw the top of the head slightly tilted to the left.
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2.Draw the ears so that they’re facing downward.
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3.Draw the front leg on the left side of the face as if it’s covering the eye.
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4.Draw the other front leg in the same way. Connect them with a line.
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5.Draw the back of the body.
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6.Add the tail. Extend a line from the tail for the underside of the body.
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7.Add the eyebrows and whiskers.
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8.Draw the shape of the blanket around the kitty.
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9.Finish with a moon and stars above your kitty for sweet dreams.







THE SHOW-OFF
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1.Draw the top of the head and the ears tilted to the left.
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2.Draw the right side of the head.
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3.Extend the front leg from the right side of the head.
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4.Draw the right side of the body.
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5.Draw the left side of body.
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6.Add the back legs with short lines extending from each one.
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7.Add the tail, along with an X for, well, you know.
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8.Finish by giving your kitty a fun facial expression.







THE TROUBLEMAKER
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1.Draw the top of the head and the ears slightly tilted to the right.
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2.Draw the left side of the head.
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3.Draw the back of the body.
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4.Add the tail, giving it jagged edges to express this kitty’s irritation!
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5.Draw the three legs.
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6.Draw the underside of the body.
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7.Finish by giving your kitty an irritated face.







THE SNACKER
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1.Draw the top of the head and the ears.
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2.Extend lines from the ears for the upper half of the head.
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3.Draw the remaining sides of the head with large curves for chubby cheeks.
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4.Give your kitty a fun facial expression.
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5.Add curved lines to the face to define those chubby cheeks even more.
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6.Draw the sides of the body.
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7.Draw the front legs with the one on the right side lower to hold the bag of chips and the one on the left side closer to the face to hold a chip. Add the back legs so they’re sticking up.
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8.Position the bag of chips so it’s “held” by the lower-front leg. Draw the bag as a rectangle with curved sides. Add a second line across the top to give it depth.
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9.Write the word “CHIPS” on the bag.
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10.Finish by placing a chip in the upper-front leg and decorating the bag with images of chips.







THE BELLY FLOPPER
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1.Draw the top of the head and the ears, making the ear on the right side incomplete.
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2.Draw the left side of the head.

3.Draw the back of the body with the tail.
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4.Continue drawing the back of the body, extending it from the tail.
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5.Finish by adding the front and back legs to your kitty, along with its whiskers.







THE LOVER
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1.Draw the top of the head and the ears.
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2.Draw the sides of the head.
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3.Draw the front legs raised up next to the head.
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4.Draw the sides of the body.
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5.Give your kitty a fun facial expression.
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6.Finish by adding hearts around your kitty.







THE GIVER
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1.Draw the top of the head and the ears tilted to the right.
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2.Draw the left side of the head.
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3.Draw the left side of the body.
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4.Draw the back of the body.
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5.Position the front legs together closer to the left side of the body. Add the tail.
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6.Give your kitty a fun facial expression.

7.Start drawing the mouse with a curved line for the head.
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8.Continue drawing the front of the mouse’s body.
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9.Add the ears.
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10.Draw three little feet.
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11.Draw the back of the body.
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12.Finish by drawing little Xs for the mouse’s eyes, along with the tail.







THE GRUMP
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1.Draw the top of the head and the ears tilted to the left.
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2.Draw the right side of the head.
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3.Draw the upper side of the body.
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4.Draw the left side of the face a bit wider, with the lower-front leg extending from it.
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5.Add the tail, along with the lowerback leg.
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6.Draw the upper-front and -back legs on the body.
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7.Give your kitty a fun facial expression.
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8.Draw the lower side of the body. Add a curved line to the face to define that it’s a bit smooshed.
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9.Finish by adding a comfy pillow for your kitty to rest its head on.







THE STRETCHER
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1.Draw the top of the head and the ears.
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2.Draw the left side of the head.
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3.Draw the back of the body.
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4.Extend the body into the back leg. Add the tail.
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5.Draw the underside of the body, extending it into the outer-front leg. Add the inner-front leg.
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6.Finish by giving your kitty a fun facial expression.







THE DOZER
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1.Starting with the box, draw a rectangle.
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2.Draw the top of the box, placing the lines at slight angles.
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3.Draw the side of the box, making the base line slightly angled.
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4.Draw the top of the kitty’s head and the ears tilted to the left.
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5.Draw the left side of the head and part of the right side.
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6.Draw the left side of the body.
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7.Add the front legs slightly askew.
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8.Draw the back legs so they’re facing each other.
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9.Add the tail.
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10.Give your kitty a fun facial expression.
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11.Draw a large drop of drool. Add a curved line to the right side of the face to define that it’s a bit smooshed.
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12.Finish by drawing the left side of the box.

1.Starting with the fishbowl, draw a narrow oval for the top of the bowl and a curved line, smaller than the oval, for the base of the bowl.
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2.Connect the two shapes with convex lines.
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3.Draw the top of the head and the ears of your kitty in the upper-left side of the fishbowl.
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4.Draw the right side of the head.
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5.Add the front legs raised up by the sides of the head.
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6.Draw the back of the body.
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7.Draw the front of the body with the back leg extending from it.
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8.Draw the underside of the body, extending from the back leg.
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9.Draw the other back leg.
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10.Add a curved line to the left side of the face to show that your kitty is smooshed against the glass.
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11.Give your kitty a fun facial expression.







THE NATURE LOVER
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1.Draw the top of the head and the ears tilted to the left.
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2.Draw both sides of the head.
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3.Draw the right side of the body.
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4.Add a flower shape to the left side of the body, directly below the head.
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5.Make a bouquet by adding more flowers around the one you just drew.
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6.Make the bouquet even larger!
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7.Add leaves as V shapes to the base of the bouquet.
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8.Give the flowers and leaves some details with curved lines.
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9.Draw the front and back legs on the right side of the body.
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10.Draw the left side of the body below the bouquet, extending it into the back leg.

11.Give your kitty a fun facial expression.
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12.Add the butterfly to the left of your kitty by drawing the wings.

THE INVESTIGATOR
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1.Start with the tail and an X for, well, you know.
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2.Draw the haunches of the body, extending from each side of the tail.
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3.Draw the back legs.
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4.Draw the underside of the body.
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5.Draw a slightly curved line around your kitty’s body for the opening of the bag.
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6.Continue drawing the bag with three slightly curved lines for the left side.
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7.Add a Y shape to the side of the bag to define its folds.

8.Finish by drawing two more slightly curved lines for the top and right side of the bag.







THE FOODIE
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1.Draw the top of the head and the ears slightly tilted to the left.
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2.Draw the right side of the head.
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3.Draw the back of the body. Add the tail.
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4.Draw the front legs so they can “hold” the slice of pizza.
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5.Draw the front of the body, along with the back legs.
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6.Draw the slice of pizza as a triangle between the front legs.
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7.Add your favorite toppings!

8.Finish by giving your kitty a fun facial expression.







THE STUDENT
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1.Draw the head and the ears.
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2.Draw the left side of the head.
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3.Draw the back of the body. Add the tail.
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4.Draw the left side of the body. Add short curved lines to show that the legs are tucked under the body.
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5.Give your kitty a fun facial expression.
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6.Draw one side of the book “underneath” your kitty with three slightly curved lines.
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7.Draw the other side of the book with two more slightly curved lines.
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8.Draw an L shape around the book to give it depth. Don’t forget the notch in the center for the spine.
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9.Connect the shapes at the corners with short, curved lines.

THE SPELUNKER
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1.Draw the top of the head and the ears, with the ear on the left bent back a bit more.
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2.Draw the right side of the head.
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3.Draw the left side of the head and body.
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4.Position the front pegs together in front of the body.

5.Give your kitty a fun facial expression.
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6.Draw a slanted line along the right side of your kitty for the edge of the blanket.
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7.Add a curved line to the right of the head for the fold in the blanket.
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8.Draw the back of the body, though it is covered in the blanket.
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9.Complete the right side of the blanket with lines that meet at a point at the bottom.
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10.Continue drawing the blanket on the left side, with a curved line extending from the ear down the length of the body.
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11.Finish by drawing the bottom edge of the blanket.







THE FISHER
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1.Draw the top of the head and the ears tilted to the right.
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2.Draw the left side of the head.
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3.Draw the front leg directly below the head.
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4.Draw the underside of the body, with the line starting above the leg and then extending below it.
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5.Draw a crescent-moon shape to the left of your kitty for the body of the fish.

6.Draw two curved lines at the base of the fish’s body for the tail fin.
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7.Draw two more curved lines to complete the tail fin.
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8.Complete the fish with a circle for the eye, a curved line for the gill, and a curved V shape for the fin.

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10.Add the back legs below the fish.
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11.Give your kitty a fun facial expression.

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5.Draw the right side of the head.
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6.Draw the left side of the head.

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9.Draw eight scales along the back and tail as upside-down V shapes.
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10.Draw the haunch and back leg.
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11.Draw the front of the body, extending it into the front leg.
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12.Add the other front leg.
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13.Draw a line that curves up the left side of the body and then curves down the right side for the costume’s outline. Add loops for the tie closure.
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14.Finish by giving your kitty a fun facial expression.







THE BUNNY KITTY
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1.Start by drawing the bunny ears.
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2.Draw the sides of the headpiece.
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3.Add a curved line to the headpiece to define it and give it depth.
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4.Draw the right side of your kitty’s head.
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5.Add another curved line to the left side of the headpiece to define it and give it depth.
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6.Add loops for the tie closure.
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7.Draw your kitty’s front legs raised up next to the head.
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8.Draw the sides of the body.
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9.Add the tail.
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10.Finish by giving your kitty a fun facial expression.







THE BUMBLE CAT
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1.Start by drawing the headband for the antennas like a thin crescent moon.
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2.Draw the ears “behind” the headband.
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3.Draw the antennas as lines slightly curving to the left and right with circles on top.

THE HONEY CAT
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1.Start by drawing the top of the hood.
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2.Add round ears to the hood.
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3.Draw the sides of the hood.
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4.Draw a curved line to define the shape of the hood and give it depth.
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5.Draw a raised front leg on the right side, overlapping the face.
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6.Draw two curved lines that converge at a point below the face for the top of the bear suit.
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7.Draw the sides of the body.
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8.Add the back legs so that they’re sticking up.
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9.Draw an incomplete circle for the top of the honey pot and add a curved line going into it for the front leg.
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10.Complete the shape of the honey pot with three curved lines.
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11.Add a zipper and pull details to the suit.
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12.Draw the honey dripping around the top of the pot and on the raised leg.
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13.Finish by giving your kitty a fun facial expression.







THE UNIMEOW
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1.Start by drawing the pointy horn that will sit on top of your kitty’s head slightly tilted to the left.
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2.Add curved lines to the horn to make it spiraled.
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3.Draw the top of the head extending from each side of the horn, along with the ears.
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4.Draw the right side of the head and body.
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5.Draw the left side of the head.
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6.Draw the mane “behind” the left side of the head.
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7.Draw the back of the body.

8.Add a long, thick tail.
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9.Give the tail texture with curved lines.
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10.Draw the front legs.
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11.Finish by giving your kitty a fun facial expression.







THE ANGEL CAT
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1.Draw the top of the head and the ears tilted to the right.
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2.Draw the left side of the head.
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3.Draw two curved lines on the back of the kitty for the top of the wings.
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4.Continue drawing the shape of the wings by extending curved lines from the top lines.
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5.Draw two more curved lines to add to the shape of the wings.
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6.Complete the wings with two more curved lines.
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7.Draw spirals inside each wing for details.
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8.Draw the sides of your kitty’s body.
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9.Add the tail.
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10.Finish by giving your kitty a fun facial expression.







THE ACCOUNTCAT
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1.Draw the top of the head and the ears slightly tilted to the left.
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2.Draw the right side of the head.
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3.Draw the right side of the body.

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5.Position the front legs together in the center of the body. Add the tail.

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7.Add the glasses to the face as two semicircles below the eyes connected with a short line.
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8.Draw a small triangle at the base of the neck for the knot of the tie.
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9.Draw an oblong diamond off the knot for the tie itself.
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10.Start the briefcase off the right side of your kitty by drawing a threesided square.
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11.Add the handle as two curved, parallel lines.
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12.Finish by adding a horizontal line to the briefcase for the flap and a small three-sided square for the clasp.







THE HOLIDAY KITTY
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1.Start by drawing the white fur on the front of the Santa hat as a narrow oval with slightly jagged edges.
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2.Add the ears to the sides and “behind” the fur.
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3.Complete the hat by drawing a mound shape between the ears that ends in a pom-pom on the right side.
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4.Draw the sides of your kitty’s head.
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5.Connect the sides with a curved line for the edge of the top of the scarf that will wrap around your kitty’s neck.
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6.Draw the tail of the scarf off the right side of the head as two curved, parallel lines that are connected on the top and bottom.
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7.Complete the scarf by “wrapping” it around the neck with two curved lines.
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8.Draw the left side of the body.
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9.Draw the back of the body. Add the tail.

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11.Give your kitty a fun facial expression.
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12.Draw a snowman shape on your kitty’s belly.
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13.Finish by giving the snowman a face and arms.







THE SQUITTY
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1.Start with the top of the squid’s body by drawing an incomplete triangle.
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2.Draw two convex lines for the sides of the squid’s body, starting them inside the triangle.
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3.Connect the top to the sides with short lines.
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4.Center an oval below the body for the first leg.
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5.Draw a curved line off each side of the oval for more legs.
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6.Top those two curves with wavy lines.
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7.Draw two more curved lines off the sides of those legs for more legs.
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8.Top those curves with wavy lines too.
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9.Draw the top of the head and the ears of your kitty in the center of the squid shape.

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6.Draw the left side of the body, extending the curve for the tail.
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7.Add convex curves off the sides of the tail for the fin.
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8.Complete the fin shape with more curved lines.

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1.Starting with the kitty on top, draw the top of the head and the ears slightly tilted to the left.
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2.Draw the right side of the head.
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3.Draw the front legs so that they will be resting on the other kitty’s body.
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4.Draw the top of the head and the ears of the lower kitty.
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5.Draw the left side of this kitty’s face.
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6.Add curved lines angling in at each other for the tops of the front legs.
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7.Complete the shape of the legs.
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8.Draw a slightly curved line from the ear of the upper kitty to the top of the lower kitty’s head.
